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The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), and co-sponsors U.S. EPA
Region IX and the Groundwater Resources Association, will host a Symposium on the
topic of Green Remediation in February, 2009. As international concern grows about
the effects of global climate change, efforts to encourage sustainable environmental
clean-up activities are also increasing. This symposium will assemble federal, state,
local government regulators and redevelopment agencies, along with environmental
clean-up consultants and academicians to raise awareness about Green Remediation.
The symposium will offer opportunities to share assessment tools, techniques and
perspectives on incorporating sustainability concepts and practices into state and
federal environmental clean-up programs, and bring attention to upcoming regulatory
changes regarding Greenhouse Gas reductions at projects affected by the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
