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Fundamentals (9.a):  Safer Consumer Products Program  

Implementation 

 

Implement the Safer Consumer Products Regulation, reducing chemicals of concern that could 

result in adverse public health and environmental impacts. 

 

Goal:  Reduce exposures to chemicals of concern in products that could result in 

adverse public health and environmental impacts by implementing DTSC’s new Safer 

Consumer Products regulations.  This will include identifying and prioritizing chemicals 

of concern in consumer products, providing guidance to manufacturers on how to 

conduct alternative analyses, and putting in place an organization capable of meeting 

the technical and administrative needs of the program.   
 

Much of the scientific and technical work to implement the regulations involves new and 

unique approaches and challenges.  DTSC will be focusing on a small number of 

products in order to gain experience and knowledge to refine implementation of these 

regulations.  Even with a limited number of priority products identified, DTSC will face a 

heavy workload in deploying a program that manages large amounts of data, while 

concurrently providing the maximum amount of transparency and maintaining 

necessary security for confidential documents and data.

the 3 Year Workplan 
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- Release public notice for initial proposed Priority Products
