COVENANT TO RESTRICT USE OF PROPERTY

ENVIRONMENTAL RESTRICTION

Chemical Waste Management, inc. Hazardous Wasie Facility

Coalinga, California

This Covenant and Agreement {"Covenant”} is made by and between Chemical Waste
Management, Inc. (the "Covenantor’) and the Depariment of Toxic Substances Conirol (the
“Depariment”). Covenantor is the current owner of certain property situated in Coalinga, County of
Frasno, Siate of California, described in Exhibit A, which is attached and incorporated by this
reference {the "Properly”) and also described in Section 1.1 below. Pursuant to Civit Code section
1471{cy, the Depariment has determined that this Covenant is reasonably necessary io protect

prasent or fulure human health or safety or the environment as g resuit of the presence on the land of
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nazardous materials as defined in Health and Safely Code section 25260, The Covenanior and the
Department {collectively referred 10 as the "Parties”) therefore intend that the use of the Property be

rpatricted as =et ionbh in this Covenant o order o protect human heslth and saf Y nel th

anvironment.

ARTICLE |
STATEMENT OF FACTS

1.0%1.  The Properly, totaling aporoximately 455.62 acres is more particuiarly described and
depicted in Exhibit A. The Property is located in the area generally bounded by the East portion of
Section 35 and West portion of Section 38, Township 19 South, Rangse 14 kast, M. Diablo Baseline
and Meridian, near Coalinga, County of Fresno, State of California. The Property is approximately six
{6} miles northwest of the Cily of Coalinga, California. This Property is more specifically described as
Fresno County Assessor's Parcel Number(s): 068-280-278, 058-280-255 and 058-260-315.

1.02. A limited portion of the Property is more particularly described in Exhibit B, the
Restricted Area, which is attachaed and incorporated by this reference {the “Restricted Area”). The
Restricted Area is localed in the area now generally described as the Southwest Guarter of Section
36, Township 12 South, Range 14 East, in Fresno County, California. The Resiricted Area is more
spacifically described as Fresno County Assessor's Parcel Number(s) 058-260-275 and 058-260-258.

1.03. The Property is a closed hazardous waste management facility (Ihe Facllity) and 125
acres of the Facility were formerly used as g Class 1 ol field waste treatment facility. The Facility
orimarily accepted waste from oil field development., Waste was treated atthe Facility/Property inone
of three (3) ways; land farming, solar evaporation ponds and burial. The Facility operated between
1973 and 1584,

Between 1973 and 1978, Environmental Disposal Services (EDS), a division of McKay
Trucking of Bakershield, California, operated the Facility. Inlate 1978, Chemical Waste Management,
inc. (CWM) acquired the Facility from EDS. The Department of Health Services (DHS) (predecessor

in interest to the Department) issued an Interim Status Document to CWM on September 18, 1984,
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But during the same month, CWM requested that the Facility be reclassified as Temporary Inactive

Status (T1S) and DHS granted the TS on Ociober 10, 1884, Under this guthorization the Property was

Waste Control Law at Health and Sately Code section 25100 et seq., and the federal Hesource
Conservation and Flecovery Act ("RCRA", at 42 U.5.C. section 8801 et seq. CWH terminated the
Facility's operations during September 1984

CWM submitied a Final Closure Plan to the Depariment on July 25, 2002 and a revised Final
Closure Plan on May 1, 2003. The Depariment granted Conditional Approval of the Final Closure
Pian on Aprit 7, 2004, The Final Closure Plan called for the removal of all free liguids and
confaminated residual scils remaining in the evaporation ponds and basins. During the summer of
2004, Wil excavated approximately 25,000 cubic vards of waste material and transported it io the
Chem Waste Management Kettlernan Hills facility for final disposal. The bottoms of the excavations
were sampled o determine the presence or absence of chemicais of concern. Some resuits
demonstrated that a number of sample poinis exceeded the decision limit (DL).

In February 2005, CWM submitted a Risk Assessment to the Depariment, which calculated the
Facility's background concentrations and compared them with the decision limits. Numercus decision
fimits were shown 1o e higher than the background conceniration. Some chemical data iast resulis
that exceeded the DL criteria included: Arsenic, Chromium, Copper, Mercury, Nickel, 2-
Methyinaphthalene 1 and Naphthalene 1. Most of the chemicals that exceeded the Dls were metals.
As a result, the risk and remediation requirements were driven by metal concentration ievels,

On July 28, 2005, the Department issued a Confirmation Sampling Approval letter to CWM
and reguired a minimum of ten (10 feet of soil covering over all areas specified as the "Areas of
Concern” within the excavated area. During November 2005, CWM commenced final grading and
completed fisidwork in March 2006. CWM also submitted a Proposed Closure Design Revision on

February 23, 2008.
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Pursuant to the closure requiremnents of the Hazardous Waste Control Law, including Health

and Safety Code section 25246 and posi-closure notice provisions of the California Code of

Feguigtions; title 22, section 86265, 110y forimerny status ezardous waste facilittes; the Departmen
is requiring this Covenant because of the organic and inorganic materials that remain above the
decision levels beneath the soil covering. The Final Closure Plan requires that a deed restriction be

recorded as part of the facility remediation.

1.04. Based on the historical operations at the Property/Facility, the closure activities, the
sampie test resulis, the Interim Closure Repon dated February 22, 2005, the Risk Report dated
February 22, 2005 and the minimum requirement of ten (10} feet of soil covering ovef all Areas of
Concern, the Department has determined that use of the Restricted Area as a residence, hospital,
school for persons under the age of 21, or day care center would entall an unacceptabie health risk.
The Department has further conciuded that the Property, as remediated as its use is limited by this
Covenant, does not present an unaccepiabie threat 1o human health or safety or the environmeni.
Additionally, the Depariment has concluded it is necessary 1o ensure that the ten (10) feet deep soil
coveting is not disturbed, unless approval is oblained from the Deparlment.

ARTICLE U
DEFINITIONS

2.01. Depadment "Deparment” means the California Depariment of Toxic Subsiances
Conirol and iis successor agencies, if any.

2.02. Dwner. "Owner" means the Covenanior, s successors in inierest, and their
successors in inferest, inciuding heirs and assigns, who at any time hold title to all or any portion of the
Property.

2.03. Occupant. "Cecupant” means Owners and any persons or entities entitled by

ownership, leasehcid, or other legal relationship to the right 10 occupy any portion of the Property.

Each and every one of the Restrictions: (g} shali run
with the land pursuant 1o Health and Safety Code sections 25202.5 and 25202.6 and Civil Cods
section 1471; (b} shall inure to the benefit of and pass with each and every portion of the Property; (¢}
shali apply 1o and bind the respective successors in interest to the Property, (d} are for the benefit of,
and shall be enforceable by the Department; and (g} are imposed upon the entire Property unless
expressly stated as applicable only 10 a specific portion.

3.02. Binding upon Owners/Occupanis. Pursuant 1o Health and Safely Code section

25202.5(b), this Covenant shall be binding upon the Covenantor and ali of the owners of the land,
their heirs, successors, and assignees, and the agents, employess, and lessees of the owners, heirs,
successors, and assignees, Pursuani to Civil Code section 1471(b}, all successive owners of the
Property are expressly bound by this covenant for the benefit of the Depariment.

3.08. Wrillen Notice of Hazardous Subsiance Belease. The Owner shall, prior o the sale,

iease, or renial of the Properiy, give written notice that a release of hazardous substances has come
to be located on or beneath the Property, pursuant to Health and Safety Code seclion 25355.7.
Such written notice shall inciude a copy of this Covenant.

3.04 incorporation into Deeds and Leases, This Covenant shall be incorporated by

reference in each and all deeds and leases for any portion of the Property.

3.056. Convevance of Property. Covenantor agrees that the Owner shall provide notice io the

Department not later than 30 days after conveyance of any ownership interest in the Property {(except

for morigages, liens, and other non-possessory encumbrances). The Department shail not, by reason
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of this Covenani, have authority to approve, disapprove, or otherwise affect such proposed

conveyance, except as ofherwise provided by law, administrative order, or specific provision of this

3.06  Costs of Administering this Covenant to be Paid by Owner. The Depariment has

incurred and will in the future incur costs associaied with the administration of this Covenant, including
any nspection of the Propsriy. ’?he;’elfore, the Covenanior hereby covenants Tor iiself and for all
subsequent Owners that pursuant to California Code of Regulations, title 22, section 873%1.1(h), the
Owner agrees to pay the Department’s costs in administering the Covenant. Failure of the Owaer o
pay such costs when billed is a breach of the Covenant and enforceable pursuant to section 5.01 of
this Covenant, Notwithstanding Civil Code section 1486, in the event the Property ownership changes
between the time when the costs were incurred and the invoice for such cosis is received, each
Owner of the Properly for the period covered by the invoice, as well as the then-current Owner is

responsible for such cosis.

Thatthe Covenanior and/or OWner Mogily Of [Temove any impiovamenis. ImpIovemenis’ heans at
buildings, roads, driveways, and paved parking areas, constructed or placed upon any portion of the
Property constructed in violation of the Restrictions. Violation of this Covenant shall be grounds for
the Department to file civil and/or eriminal actions against the Covenantor and/or Owner as provided
by law.

ARTICLE VI

VARIANCE, TERMINATION, AND TERM

5.01. Variance. Any Owner, or with the Owner's written consent, any Cccupant of the
Property or any portion ¢f the Property may apply to the Department for 2 written variance from the
provisions of this Covenant, The application shall be made In accordance with Health and Safety
Code section 25202.6.

6.02.  Termination. Any Owner, or with the Owner's written consent, any Occupant of the
Property or any portion of the Property, may apply o the Department for a termination of the
Restrictions or other terms of this Covenant as they apply to all or any portion of the Property. Such
appiication shall be made in accordance with Health and Safety Code section 25202.6.

8.03. Termn. Unless ended In accordance with paragraph 6.02, by law, or by the Department

in the exercise of its discretion, this Covenant shall continue in effect in perpetuity.

ARTICLE Vi
MISCELLANEQUS

7.01.  No Dedication Intended. Nothing set forth in this Covenant shall be construedtobe a

gift or dedication, or offer of a gift or dedication, of the Property, or any portion of it to the general

public or anyone alse for any purpose.
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7.02. Deparment References. All references io the Depariment include successor agencies

or other successor entity.

7.03. Becordatlion. The Covenantor shall record this Covenant, with ali referenced Exhibits,
in the County of Fresno within ten (10} business days of the Covenanicr's receipt of a fully executed
origingl.

7.04. Motices. Whenever any person gives or serves any notice ("Notice” means any
demand or other communication with respect to this Covenant), each such Notice shall be in writing
and shall be desmed effective: (1) when delivered, if personally delivered 1o the person being served
orto an officer of a corporaie parly being served, or {2) three business days after depositin the mail, i
