A Notice of Hazardous Waste Management was recorded on October 21, 1985 in the Contra
Costa County Records, reference number 85 152374, in Book 12573, Page 52, for 127.1
acres of property and three (3) assessors parcels (APNs 159-250-011 and 159-250-012)
known as the IT Corporation (IT) Baker site. These parcels are owned by IT Corporation and
were shown on the 1985 notice as CUP #LUP 120-071, EPA ID# CAD 000 819 698.

The State of California, Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has approved
formal closure of this site that involved clean closure of most of the site and containment of

- contaminated materials in a 26.3 acre portion of the site. The DTSC-approved closure

included clean-closure by removal of hazardous wastes and contaminated soi@ls from the
properties that are subject to this Notice, and the placement of clean soil backfill.

A Notice In Deed was recorded on June 16, 1999 for APNs 159-250-011 and 159-250-012

A Notice of Hazardous Waste Management was recorded on October 21, 1985 in the Contra
Costa County Records, reference number 85 152374, in Book 12573, Page 52, for 127.1
acres of property and three (3) assessors parcels (APNs 159-250-011 and 159-250-012)
known as the IT Corporation (IT) Baker site. These parcels are owned by IT Corporation and
were shown on the 1985 notice as CUP #LUP 120-071, EPA ID# CAD 000 819 698.

The State of California, Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has approved
formal closure of this site that involved clean closure of most of the site and containment of
contaminated materials in a 26.3 acre portion of the site. The DTSC-approved closure
included clean-closure by removal of hazardous wastes and contaminated soils from portions
of the properties and consolidation of those materials into a pomon of the parccl that is
subject to this Notice.

A Notice In Deed was recorded on June 16, 1999 for APNs 159-250-011 and 159-250-012
which included reference to a detailed survey of a closed hazardous waste landfill on the 26.3
