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outdoors.  The maximum storage capacity of the facility 
is 112,000 gallons for containers and 144,750 gallons 
for tanks at any one time. The maximum allowable 
treatment capacity is 52,800 gallons during any 24 hour 
period. Hazardous wastes managed at the facility include 
oily waste, distillation residues, industrial solvents, acids, 
wastewater, metals and contaminated soils.  

The faci l i ty accepts and stores waste in the 
following areas:

Draft Hazardous Waste Facility Permit
This facility received its first DTSC permit in 1995 
which expired on July 30, 2005;  however, the 
Facility is allowed to continue to operate until a 
permit determination is made on the permit renewal 
application.  The proposed draft permit renewal will 
authorize Clean Harbors, Wilmington to continue 
current hazardous waste operations for another 10 
years.  

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
Under the California Environmental Quality Act, DTSC 
must evaluate whether the proposed actions may have 
any significant impacts on human health and the 
environment. In compliance with CEQA, DTSC has 
prepared a draft Notice of Exemption for this project. 
The Notice of Exemption indicates that the proposed 
permit will not have a significant negative effect on 
human health and the environment.

Compliance History
DTSC inspects Clean Harbors, Wilmington on a 
regular basis to ensure the facility is in compliance with 
California laws, regulations and permit conditions.  
Class 2 and Minor violations have been cited since 2007, 
they are listed below.

2010 Inspection
The 2010 inspection found one minor violation for 
failing to mark empty containers.  The violation was 
corrected and no further action is required.

 Facility Location and History
The Clean Harbors, Wilmington facility (Facility) 
is located in an industrial area near Alameda Street 
and East Anaheim Street in Wilmington. It occupies 
2 acres of land at the end of Denni Street with the 
Southern Pacific Rail Road on the North and East 
side of the facility. There are a number of petroleum 
refineries in the area. Valero Refinery (to the north), 
Tesoro Refinery (to the north) and Three Rivers 
Refinery (to the southeast) are located less than one 
mile from the property.

Clean Harbors and previous operators have accepted, 
stored, treated, and recycled hazardous waste at this 
location since 1967. From 1967 to 1984 the facility 
was operated as Carrasco Vacuum Trucking Company 
and from 1984 to 1987 as Sultran Inc. During this 
time both companies transferred and treated waste 
oil and drilling mud. DTSC issued an Interim Status 
Document to the facility in 1983 to allow the facility 
to continue to operate until a permit was granted. 

Between 1986 and 1987 the facility was known as 
Chemstar and as Environ Services, Inc. In 1988 the 
facility was purchased by Americhem. Since 1988 
activities at the facility have included blending of 
hazardous wastes such as solvents to create fuel, 
neutralization, filtration, solidification, and storage 
of liquid and flammable wastes. 

In 1992 ENSCO West, Inc. purchased Americhem. 
A Hazardous Waste Facility Permit was issued in 
1995 and ENSCO operated the facility until 2001. 
Teris, LLC purchased the facility in 2001. In 2006 
Teris, LLC sold the facility to the current owners, 
Clean Harbors Environmental Services, Inc., and the 
facility name changed to Clean Harbors Wilmington, 
LLC.

Facility Operations
Clean Harbors, Wilmington, LLC provides services 
that include hazardous treatment, waste transfer, 
storage, consolidation, laboratory packing/de-packing, 
liquid fuel blending, solvent recycling, and solvent 
distribution. To accommodate the increasing need for 
recycling waste and reducing the burden on landfills 
and treatment facilities, Clean Harbors receives wastes 
from off-site generators and then segregates, classifies 
and stores the wastes for processing on-site.

The Facility accepts the Department of  Transportation 
(DOT) approved containers filled with hazardous 
waste from known off-site generators.  The container 
storage units are located both inside the building and 
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2009 Inspection
Two inspections were conducted in 2009 and found 
Minor violations for preparedness and prevention 
and container use and management.
Class 2 violations were found for f inancial 
responsibility.

2008 Inspection
The 2008 inspection found Class 2 and minor 
violations for record keeping and large quantity 
generator.

2007 Inspection
The 2007 inspection found Class 2 and minor 
violations for preparedness and prevention and 
container use and management. 

Why a Permit is Necessary
The Clean Harbors, Wilmington facility receives and 
treats hazardous waste onsite. These activities are subject 
to California Law and regulations to ensure that they 
are performed in a manner that does not harm people 
or the environment.

The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) 
is a department within the California Environmental 
Protection Agency. DTSC regulates the generation, 
storage, treatment, and disposal of hazardous waste 
in California. A permit enables DTSC to effectively 
regulate the hazardous waste management activities 
at facilities.  DTSC is authorized to impose special 
conditions in this Permit pursuant to Health and Safety 
Code section 25200(a) and the regulations in California 
Code of Regulations, title 22, division 4.5, governing 
tanks, containers, and other facility and operation 
standards. Permits are developed after DTSC’s technical 
review, and are intended to ensure that the facility 
operates in a manner that protects human health and 
the environment.

DTSC had previously scheduled and postponed 
this public review and comment period to begin on 
February 25, 2011. The associated public meeting 
had been scheduled on March 29, 2011, for Clean 
Harbors, Wilmington Facility was also postponed 
to the dates published in this fact sheet.

How You Can Participate 
Before making a final determination on the draft 
Permit, DTSC will review and respond in writing 
to all public comments. A Response to Comments 
document will be sent to all those who submitted public 
comments and to those who request a copy. A copy of 
the Response to Comments will also be placed in the 

information repositories.
