NOTICE OF FINAL HAZARDOUS WASTE FACILITY PERMIT DECISION 
 
In accordance with the requirements of California Code of Regulations (CCR), title 22, 
section 66271.14, the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is issuing this 
Notice of Final Hazardous Waste Facility Permit Decision (Notice) for the following 
facility:

D/K Dixon conducts transfer and storage activities for used oil, antifreeze, and oily water 
(non-RCRA hazardous wastes).  The Facility consists of four 10,000-gallon tanks, one 
2,500-gallon tank, and one 7,500-gallon tank.  The Facility also has one container 
storage area for the storage of containers of oily solids such as oily absorbent, used 
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), and oily debris that are generated as a result of 
daily routine operations, housekeeping, and maintenance.  The maximum capacity of 
the container storage area is eight 55-gallon drums (440 gallons).  The storage of 
hazardous waste requires a permit from DTSC.  
 
On March 28, 2008, DTSC informed the public of a 45-day public comment on the draft 
permit and California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) draft Negative Declaration. The 
comment period started on March 28, 2008 and ended on May 12, 2008.  A public 
meeting was held on April 29, 2008 at Veterans Hall.  The public meeting was attended 
by one community member. 
 
DTSC received comments from D/K Dixon via electronic mail on May 7, 2008.  DTSC 
has prepared a Response to Comments document and has made minor changes to the 
Draft Permit.  A copy of the Response to Comments document has been sent to the 
commenter and the DTSC Mandatory Mailing List.  The Response to Comments 
document, the DTSC memorandum to file listing the revisions made to the Draft Permit, 
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and a marked up version of the Final Permit showing all changes have been made part 
of the administrative record and are available for public review at the repositories listed 
on page 3.  
  
DTSC did not receive any public comments on the draft Negative Declaration.  DTSC 
placed the Negative Declaration in the information repository and on our website during 
the public comment period.  DTSC has finalized the Negative Declaration that will be 
filed with the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research.   
 
The Final Hazardous Waste Facility Permit becomes effective on December 7, 2008 
unless a review is requested pursuant to the CCR, title 22, section 66271.18.  Any 
person who filed comments on the draft permit may petition DTSC to review any 
condition of the permit decision.  Any person who did not comments or did not 
participate in the public meeting on the draft permit may petition for an administrative 
review only to the extent of the changes from the draft to the final permit decision.  The 
petition shall include a statement of the reasons supporting that review, including a 
demonstration that any issues being raised were raised during the public comment 
period (including any public meeting) to the extent required by these regulations and 
when appropriate, a showing that the permit condition in question is based on:  
 
1. A finding of fact or conclusion of law which is clearly erroneous, or  
 
2. An exercise of discretion or an important policy consideration which the DTSC 

should, in its discretion, review.
