NOTICE OF FINAL HAZARDOUS WASTE FACILITY PERMIT DECISION

In accordance with the requirements of California Code of Regulations (CCR), title 22,
section 66271.14, the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is issuing this
Notice of Final Hazardous Waste Facility Permit Decision (Notice) for the following
facility:

General Chemical — Bay Point Works
501 Nichols Road

Bay Point, California 94565

Contra Costa County

General Chemical manufactures high purity acids for the electronic manufacturing
industry. During the course of acid manufacturing General Chemical rinses tanks with
water and generates wastewaters that are hazardous wastes. General Chemical stores
these wastewaters in sumps and tanks that require a permit from DTSC.

On September 30, 2005 DTSC informed the public of a 45-day public comment period
on the draft permit and California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) draft Negative
Declaration. That comment period ran from September 30, 2005 through November 14,
2005. A public hearing was not planned during that initial public comment period.
During that initial public comment period, members of the community requested that a
public hearing be held. DTSC extended the public comment period until December 22,
2005. A public hearing was held on December 15, 2006 in Bay Point at the Pittsburg
Baptist Church which is located in the City of Bay Point. Prior to the public hearing
some members of the community expressed a concern that the DTSC’s documents at
the River View Middle School public library were not available at the reference desk.
Due to an internal communication error at that school the documents which DTSC had
given to the school administrative office had not been transferred to the reference desk
at the library. In order to accommodate the public, DTSC extended the public comment
period again to January 6, 2006. DTSC held a public hearing on December 15, 2005 at
which oral testimony was received.
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Public comments were also received during the public hearing and by electronic and
postal mail. DTSC has prepared a Response to the Comments document and made
changes to the Draft Permit. A copy of the Response to Comments documents has
been sent to each commenter. The Response to Comments document, the DTSC
memorandum to file listing the revisions made to the Draft Permit in response to public
comments, and a marked up version of the Final Permit showing all changes from the
draft to final permit, are available to the public at the repositories listed at the end of this
Notice.

In its role as a Lead Agency under the provisions of the CEQA, DTSC prepared an
Initial Study to evaluate the environmental impacts that the project poses. DTSC
determined that there is no significant impact to the environment based on the Initial
Study. DTSC prepared a Negative Declaration to document these findings. In
response to public comments, DTSC made minor revisions to the CEQA Initial Study
but its conclusions have not changed. DTSC will file a CEQA Notice of Determination
(NOD) with the Office of Planning and Research.

Within 30 days after a final permit decision has been issued under section 66271.14,
any person who filed comments on that draft permit or participated in the public hearing
may petition the Department to review any conditions of the permit decision. Any
person who failed to file comments or failed to participate in the public hearing on the
draft permit may petition for administrative review only to the extent of the changes from
the draft to the final permit decision. The 30-day period within which a person may
request review under section 66271.18 begins with the service of notice of the
Department’s action unless a later date is specified in that notice. The petition shall
include a statement of the reasons supporting that review, including a demonstration
that any issues being raised were raised during the public comment period (including
any public hearing) to the extent required by these regulations and when appropriate, a
showing that the condition in question is based on:

1. A finding of fact or conclusion of law which is clearly erroneous, or

2. An exercise of discretion or an important policy consideration which the
Department should, in its discretion, review.
