Any 
person who failed to file comments or failed to participate in the public hearing on the 
draft permit may petition for administrative review only to the extent of the changes from 
the draft to the final permit decision.  The 30-day period within which a person may 
request review under section 66271.18 begins on December 21, 2006 and ends on 
January 19, 2007.  The permit becomes effective on January 20, 2007, unless a petition 
for review is filed. The petition shall include a statement of the reasons supporting the 
request for review, including a demonstration that any issues being raised were raised 
during the public comment period (including any public hearing), or were not reasonably 
ascertainable at the time of the public comment period.  When appropriate, the petition 
must show that the condition in question is based on: 
 
1. A finding of fact or conclusion of law that is clearly erroneous, or 
 
2. An exercise of discretion or an important policy consideration which DTSC
