
PUBLIC NOTICE 
Reopening of the Public Comment Period for Draft Permit 

SHELL OIL PRODUCTS US REFINERY 
3485 Pacheco Boulevard 
MARTINEZ, CALIFORNIA 

 
 
The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is reopening the public comment period for this Draft 
Hazardous Waste Facility Permit and its Draft California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Negative 
Declaration. On September 28, 2007 DTSC mailed the fact sheet (announcing a public hearing and a 
45-day public comment period from October 1 through November 14, 2007) to the facility mailing list of 415 
persons. DTSC requested the Martinez News-Gazette to publish the public notice on October 1, 2007, 
announcing the comment period and public hearing.  DTSC subsequently discovered that the newspaper 
failed to publish the notice, as requested.  Therefore, DTSC has decided to reopen the public comment 
period to receive comments from persons who may have commented if the notice had been properly 
published.    
 
DTSC has prepared a Draft Permit that would allow continued operation of a storage tank and three 
industrial boilers that burn fuel gases and hazardous waste at the Shell Oil Products US (Shell) Refinery in 
Martinez.  The Shell Refinery, located at 3485 Pacheco Boulevard, is on about 1,000 acres in Martinez. 
Shell’s operations include light and heavy oil processing.  Shell conducted two trial burns of the industrial 
boilers in June 2006 and December 2006. The two trial burns showed 1) the boilers comply with the 
applicable emission standards and operating limits outlined in the current hazardous waste permit, and 
2) the boilers destroy 99.99% of the hazardous waste feed streams.  Shell conducted the trial burn under 
three operating conditions.   
 
This reopened public comment period begins January 14, 2008 and runs through March 14, 2008.

DTSC held a public hearing on Thursday, November 1, 2007, at the Las Juntas Elementary School Multi-
purpose room, 4105 Pacheco Blvd., Martinez CA 94553 and received one oral comment which was 
recorded by a court reporter. DTSC has also received written comments from two commenters. DTSC will 
respond to all comments received including those from the earlier public comment period. If you want DTSC 
to hold another public hearing, please state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised at a hearing and 
send your request, by March 14, 2008, in writing to Dr. Waqar Ahmad.
