Description and History of the Retention 
Basins   
The Etiwanda Generating Station is about 60 
acres in size, and is located in an industrial area 
in the city of Rancho Cucamonga. The retention 
basins are open, below grade level and located at 
the southeast corner of the site.  They are 
designated as the:  
1. Retention Basin  
2. Boiler Chemical Cleaning Basin  
Both are collectively termed the “retention 
basins”. The retention basins will not be removed 
as part of the closure because they must remain in 
use, to support on-going operation of the 
generating station.  
 
Edison built, owned and operated the generating 
station from 1952 until it was sold in 1998 to 
Reliant Energy (now GenOn Energy).  The 
retention basins have historically been used to 
store wastewater that may contain oil, grease, and 
suspended solids from day-to-day plant 
operation. In the past, metals, acidic solutions, 
and organic combustion byproducts from boiler 
cleaning were temporarily stored in the basins 
while being neutralized and treated to remove the 
metals (which were then transported offsite for 
lawful disposal). The wastewater from day-to-day 
operations was, and is currently discharged under 
the provisions of a National Pollutants Discharge 
Elimination System permit issued by the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency.  
 
The temporary storage of acidic solutions 
containing metals was discontinued in the early 
1990s. According to Edison, these liquids were 
never discharged from the site.  Edison retains 
responsibility under the contract of sale for 
environmental liability associated with the 
facility’s past operation of the retention basins.   

Investigation of the basins and 
associated pipelines 
In 1996, under DTSC oversight, Edison began 
investigation of soil and groundwater beneath the 
basins and their associated pipelines.  Our 
agency provided oversight for six soil 
investigations and on-going groundwater quality 
monitoring conducted at the site between 1996 
and the present.  

 
The soil sampling program was utilized to assess 
the basin and pipeline areas.  The site 
investigations and on-going monitoring indicated 
the presence of heavy metals and organic 
combustion byproducts in soil beneath the 
retention basins and localized areas along the 
pipelines between the generating units and the 
retention basins.   

As part of the preparation of the Closure 
Demonstration Report, Edison evaluated whether 
the heavy metals and organic compound releases 
present a health threat to humans and the 
environment.  A human health and environmental 
risk assessment concluded there were no adverse 
health risks. 

California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA) Review 
DTSC conducted a study to find out whether the 
closure of the retention basins would harm the 
environment as required by the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Based on 
this study, DTSC has prepared a draft Notice of 
Exemption (NOE) for this project. The NOE states 
that the closure of the retention basins and 
associated pipelines will not have a significant 
negative impact on human health and the 
environment.     

Public Involvement 
DTSC encourages interested community 
members to review the documents and submit 
comments during the public comment period 
which runs from May 16 to June 14, 2011.

The Administrative Record for 
this facility, including the facility’s 
environmental compliance record is available at 
the DTSC Regional Office in Chatsworth.
