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Cal/EPA Announces Winners at Household Hazardous Waste
Conference

SACRAMENTO---Citing the need to continue the reduction of hazardous waste from
California households, Department of Toxic Substances Control Director Ed Lowry
commended a dozen California counties for their excellence, ingenuity and achievement
at the 2001 Cal/EPA Household Hazardous Waste Conference in Lake Tahoe.” “Your
efforts are paying off. Your dedication and programs have resulted in less waste going
to landfills and storm drains,” said Lowry. As more California households are
considering alternatives and recycling - California’s environment is reaping true
benefits.”

“However, there are more challenges to meet in the future. As many of you know,
DTSC is revising its policy for cathode ray tubes (CRTSs). In July, we will propose
emergency regulations that will place CRTs within the universal waste system. We look
forward to working with you to manage this waste stream,” Lowry added.

Lowry’s comments were featured as part of the 6th Annual Household Hazardous
Waste conference sponsored by DTSC and the Integrated Waste Management Board.

DTSC provides assistance to city and county governments to establish household
hazardous waste programs and regulates the disposal of used oil and household
hazardous wastes. The Integrated Waste Management Board provides financial
assistance to local entities through several grant programs and through partnerships
with local government, industry and the public.

The
programs feature household hazardous waste collection days that give residents a
method of safe disposal of household items such as old paint, pesticides, used oil, and
other household hazardous waste.

Excellence, Outstanding Rural Program, and Program Innovation. The Awards
