WHAT’SBEING PROPOSED?

The California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) invites public comment on the draft
Removal Action Workplan for the Los Angeles Unified School District’s proposed Orthopaedic Hospital
Magnet High School Site. The proposed school site is located adjacent to the hospital between the
intersections of south Grand Ave. and west Adams Blvd., and south Grand Ave. and west 23 St., in Los
Angeles. This workplan addresses the removal of approximately 174 cubic yards of soil from three isolated
areas on the proposed school site. During the site investigation, lead and polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PAHS)
were detected in shallow soil samples in concentrations that exceed human headlth risk standards. The
impacted soil generally exists no deeper than 4.5 feet below ground surface.

DTSC has prepared a draft Notice of Exemption for this project pursuant to the California Environmental
Quality Act. The project is considered exempt since DTSC has found no evidence that the cleanup will
have a significant negative effect on the environment.

WHY THISNOTICE?

The purpose of this notice is to provide the interested public the opportunity to learn more about the project
and provide comments to DTSC, concerning the proposed soil removal action, within thirty (30) days of
this notice.
