Treat System at the former Voi-Shan Site

e Water from the Site is not used for human consumption and there are no
drinking water wells within 4 miles of the Site

e The three main contaminants found at the Site are, perchloroethylene
(PCE) trichloroethane (TCA) and dichloroethene (DCE). DTSC is involved
in the clean up because these chemicals if left in place, have the potential
to harm human health and the environment over the long term

e DTSC will take every effort not to disrupt the activities of those who live
and work near the Site

e The clean up of the groundwater will take 1 to 2 years

e This eight acre piece of land was once used by a company that
manufactured rivets to make airplanes, which caused the contamination

e The current owner of the property is Hallmark Lighting, a manufacturer of
ceramic fixtures
